ORDER GRANTING CHANGE OF ELECTRIC SERVICE PROVIDER 

On September 27, 2004, the City of LaPlata, Missouri, and Macon Electric Cooperative filed a Joint Application.  The application asked the Commission to move seven LaPlata customers to Macon Electric.  Those seven customers agree to change suppliers.

The seven customers live outside the city limits.  The Missouri Department of Transportation plans to improve highways in the vicinity of those seven customers.  If LaPlata continued to serve those seven customers, LaPlata would have to bury its lines under the planned highway improvements.  That burial would cost LaPlata a lot of money.  

On the other hand, Macon Electric will serve customers near those seven LaPlata customers.   Macon Electric can serve the seven customers more efficiently than LaPlata can.

On November 4, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation.  Staff recommended that the Commission approve the change of suppliers.

Sections 91.025, 394.315, RSMo 2000, give the Commission authority to order a change of suppliers on the basis that it is in the public interest for a reason other than a rate differential.  The Commis​sion has reviewed the pleadings and verified statements and finds that it would be in the public interest for a reason other than a rate differential to allow the change of suppliers.  The Commission finds that it should approve the applicants’ request.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Joint Application is approved.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 15, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on November 16, 2004.
