CENTURYTEL’S RESPONSE TO

SPRINT’S MOTION TO CHALLENGE

HIGHLY CONFIDENTIAL DESIGNATIONS

 COME NOW CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC and Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel (collectively “CenturyTel”) and, pursuant to the directive of Deputy Chief Regulatory Law Judge Mills issued during the Prehearing Conference held in this matter on November 18, 2003, respectfully file their Response to Sprint’s Motion to Challenge Highly Confidential Designations (“Motion”) and state as follows:

1.
In its Motion, Sprint complains that “both SBC Missouri and CenturyTel marked as Highly Confidential the companies that had switches in the SBC and CenturyTel proposed market areas, the Metropolitan Service Area (“MSAs”), as well as the companies that had facilities subject to the transport routes identified by them.”  Sprint alleges that the name of switch providers in any given geographical area in the United States is publicly available information, and that “Sprint does not agree that a list of facilities providers, not associated with any given route, merits a Highly Confidential designation.”

In its Response to Order Directing Filing, CenturyTel did respond to the Commission’s directives to:  identify “the competitor(s) that the incumbent local exchange carrier asserts satisfies the impairment triggers for mass market switching in each geographic market” (Paragraph 7 of Response referencing attached Exhibit A-HC); as well as “the identity of the competitor(s) that the incumbent local exchange carrier asserts satisfies the impairment triggers for dedicated transport” (Paragraph 9 of Response referencing attached Exhibit B-HC.

In the five (5) working days available to provide its Response to the Commission’s November 5, 2003 Order, CenturyTel sought to provide information that would be as responsive and complete as possible.  As stated during the Prehearing Conference, CenturyTel designated the identity of competitors relating to the information provided, all market specific, as Highly Confidential to protect the competitors’ interests regarding such information.  CenturyTel would note that its Exhibit B-HC, in fact, does identify the list of facilities providers associated with given transport routes.  Indeed, CenturyTel was advised during the prehearing conference, by such an entity, that such Highly Confidential designation to its Exhibit B was clearly appropriate.  


WHEREFORE, CenturyTel respectfully files its response to Sprint’s Motion To Challenge Highly Confidential Designations.
