ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On April 20, 1999, the Commission issued an order that authorized Citizens Electric Corporation to borrow $2,095,000 from the National Rural Utilities Cooperative Finance Corporation and to borrow an additional $6,983,000 from the Rural Utilities Service of the Department of Agriculture through the Federal Financing Bank.  The order also directed Citizens to file the final terms and conditions of the transaction with the Commis​sion.

On September 20, 1999, the Commission directed the company to file a status report every 90 days until the completion of the approved loan transactions or until the case is closed.  Citizens last filed a status report on June 16, 2003; thus, another status report was due in mid‑September.  The company has not, however, filed the September status report.  The Commission will direct Citizens to promptly file its status report.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Citizens Electric Corporation shall file its status report no later than October 14, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 12, 2003.
