ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On April 21, 2004, Citizens Electric Corporation filed its Response to Second Order Directing Filing, in which Citizens Electric summarizes its position regarding the Commission’s authority over the company.  In addition, Citizens Electric again requests that its tariffs be canceled, that its certificates of public convenience and necessity be retained, and that the Commission close this docket.

The Commission will direct Staff to file a response to Citizens’ April 21st filing.  In its response, Staff should address Citizens’ position regarding the Commission’s authority over the company.  Staff should also clarify whether Staff believes that the Commission should cancel Citizens’ tariffs but allow the company to retain its certificates of public convenience and necessity.

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a supplemental response and recommendation no later than June 14, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 24, 2004.
