CLEC COALITION PHASE I POSITION STATEMENT


COME NOW AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., AT&T Local Services on behalf of TCG St. Louis, Inc. and TCG Kansas City, Inc., Birch Telecom of Missouri, Inc., and Z-Tel Communications, Inc. (“CLEC Coalition”) and file the following Statement of Position regarding the two issues presented in “Phase I” of the above-referenced proceeding. 

Issue 1:  For purposes of examining whether there is "non-impairment" in the provision of unbundled local switching to serve mass-market customers, what are the relevant geographic markets within the state of Missouri?

The Commission should establish the relevant geographic markets within the state of Missouri for the purpose of examining whether there is “non-impairment” in the provision of unbundled local switching to serve mass market customers on a tentative basis in this phase of the proceeding, subject to further review after additional evidence is gathered regarding issues reserved for consideration in Phase II.  The CLEC Coalition recommends the Commission tentatively establish Missouri’s Local Access and Transport Areas (“LATAs”) as the proper geographic unit for analyzing impairment in the provision of unbundled local switching to serve mass market customers.

Issue 2:  For purposes of the 47 CFR 51.319(d)(2)(iii)(B)(3) analysis, how many DS0 lines must be supplied to a multi-line DS0 customer before that customer is considered to be an enterprise customer rather than a mass market customer?

The number of DS-0 lines that must be supplied to a multi-line DS0 customer before that customer is considered to be an enterprise customer rather than a mass market customer is thirteen (13) DS0 lines.  The methodology for establishing this enterprise/mass market crossover point should follow the recommendations presented in the testimony of AT&T witness Mr. Finnegan and CLEC Coalition witness Mr. Gillan.

WHEREFORE, the CLEC Coalition submits its Position Statement, and respectfully requests the Commission adopt decisions consistent with such position after hearing the evidence in Phase I of this proceeding.
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
