Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its recommendation states:

1.
The Commission granted M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc.’s Application for a Certificate of Authority to provide Basic Local Exchange Telecommunica​tions Service on a Resale Basis and for Competitive Classification in its Order Granting Certificate to Provide Basic Local Telecommunications Services and Closing Case in Case No. CA-2002-1140 on August 14, 2002, subject to the conditions of certification set out within the Order, and subject to all applicable statutes and Commission rules except as specified in the Order.

2. 
In its Application, M.L.M. requested a temporary waiver of 4 CSR 2.060(6)(C), waiving the requirement that the application include a tariff effective within 45 days of the date of issue.  The Commission granted this waiver, and thus the Commission’s grant of a certificate of authority was contingent upon M.L.M.’s tariff filing.  

3. 
On January 31, 2003, M.L.M. filed a tariff:  Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, for local exchange telecommunications services.  The tariff has an effective date of March 17, 2003.  The Data Center has entered the tariff in the case file for Case No. CN-2003-0266, and accordingly, Staff now files this recommendation in that case.

4.
In the attached Memorandum, labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff filed by M.L.M.  The Staff notes that the tariff complies with applicable statutes.

5.
At the same time and in conjunction with its tariff filing, M.L.M. filed a request to change its name from M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc., to M.L.M. Telecommunications Inc., d/b/a Ameritel, Your Phone Company.  

6.
In the attached Memorandum, the Staff recommends that the Missouri Public Service Commission recognize and approve the name change.  Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.060(16), M.L.M.’s request for name change clearly sets out both the old and new name to be used.  In addition, M.L.M. has furnished a copy of the Registration of Fictitious Name that is on file with the Secretary of State.  As M.L.M. had not previously filed a tariff, no adoption notice or revised tariff title sheet is necessary.

7.
The Staff notes that Ameritel Long Distance, Inc., currently holds a certificate from the Commission to provide interexchange telecommunications service.  M.L.M. will provide basic local telecommunications service.  The Staff has no reason to believe that Ameritel Long Distance, Inc. is in any way connected with M.L.M.

8.
Finally, the Staff notes that it has previously filed a complaint against M.L.M. in Case No. TC-2003-0251, and that case will be affected by this filing.  As Staff has been engaged in settlement discussions with M.L.M. on this matter, it requests that the Commission not delay its review and approval of this tariff and name change request because of that complaint.

WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission approve the tariff, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 1, for local exchange telecommunications services, with an effective date of March 17, 2003; and approve the name change from M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc., to M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc., d/b/a Ameritel, Your Phone Company.
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
