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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”) and respectfully states as follows:


1.
On December 5, 2003, The Empire District Electric Company (“Empire”) filed, along with the White River Valley Electric Cooperative (“Cooperative”), a Joint Application requesting Commission approval of a “Fourth Territorial Agreement” between the two suppliers of electric service.


2.
On January 14, 2004, Empire and Cooperative filed an amended page 8 to the Fourth Territorial Agreement along with a motion seeking permission to substitute the amended page for the original page 8.



3.
On February 9, 2004, the parties filed their Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement (“Stipulation”) in settlement of all issues in this proceeding.  Both the Stipulation and the Fourth Territorial Agreement, as amended, received Commission approval in a Report And Order issued March 16, 2004.  

4.
The Report And Order directed Empire to file, By April 25, 2004, tariff sheets in compliance with the Fourth Territorial Agreement, as amended.  Empire filed the required tariff sheet bearing an effective date of April 29, 2004.

As indicated in the attached Memorandum (Appendix A), the Staff has reviewed the Company’s proposed tariff sheet, as substituted on April 5, 2004, and has determined it to be in compliance with the Commission’s Report And Order.  Accordingly, the Staff recommends that the following tariff sheet be approved:
