ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On August 26, 2002, Xspedius Management Co. Switched Services, LLC filed a tariff to adopt the basic local exchange service tariff of American Communications Services of Kansas City, Inc. (ACSI).  Along with its tariff, Xspedius filed a motion asking the Commission for expedited treatment to permit the tariff to go into effect on September 2, 2002, when it intends to begin providing services to the former customers of ACSI.  

On July 9, 2002, in Case Number TM-2002-1155, the Commission approved Xspedius’ acquisition of the assets of ACSI.  On the same day, the Commission granted Xspedius a temporary certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services.  That order assumed that Xspedius would file a tariff to adopt the tariffs of ACSI as its own - at least seven days before it wished to provide service to ACSI’s former customers - as recommended by the Commission’s Staff.  

On August 29, 2002, Staff filed a recommendation and memorandum recommending that Xspedius’ tariff be approved to be effective on its proposed effective date, September 2, 2002.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff filing and Staff’s memorandum, and has determined that the filing complies with the Commission’s order.  Xspedius’ tariff will be approved.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheets issued August 26, 2002, are hereby approved to become effective on September 2, 2002.
