With this letter and pursuant to the Missouri Public Service Commission’s April 21, 2005 Order Adopting Procedural Schedule, SBC Missouri, on behalf of itself and the other parties to this proceeding, is filing revised joint Decision Point Lists (“DPLs”) for the following parties where the DPLs have changed since the filing of SBC Missouri’s Arbitration Petition (those that did not change are not being re-filed at this time):

Preliminary Joint DPLs for AT&T Group (AT&T Communications of the Southwest, Inc., TCG Kansas City, TCG St. Louis);  
2.
Preliminary Joint DPLs for CLEC Coalition  (Big River Telephone Company, LLC, Birch Telecom of Missouri, Inc., Ionex Communications, Inc., NuVox Communications of Missouri, Inc., Socket Telecom, LLC, Allegiance Telecom of Missouri, XO Communications Services, Inc., XO Missouri, Inc., Xspedius Management Co. of Kansas City, LLC, and Xspedius Management Co. Switched Services, LLC);

Preliminary Joint DPLs for MCI WorldCom Communications, Inc., MCIMetro Access Transmission Services, Inc.;

Preliminary Joint DPLs for Navigator Telecommunications, LLC;

5.
Preliminary Joint DPLs for Charter FiberLink-Missouri, LLC; 

6.
Preliminary Joint DPLs for Sprint Communications Company, LP; and, 

7.
Preliminary Joint DPLs for WilTel Local Network, LLC.


The parties have labeled the DPLs as “preliminary” because the parties are continuing to negotiate diligently in an effort to resolve issues.  SBC Missouri compiled these DPLs by copying the positions (and in some cases added an alternative issue statement) provided by each CLEC into the DPLs that SBC Missouri filed with its Petition.  (SBC Missouri would note that in preparing these Preliminary Joint DPLs for the parties and filing them, SBC Missouri does not waive the right to object to new issues raised for the first time in this round of DPLs.)  The parties hope that many issues currently listed as in dispute will be resolved and removed from the DPLs.  In addition, the parties, as discussions continue, will also be refining their positions statements on disputed issues.

Each party’s up-to-date position on the issues should be reflected in prefiled testimony and in the Final Joint DPL that will be filed May 20, 2005.
SBC Missouri is not filing a preliminary joint DPL for the arbitration with Metro Teleconnect.  Metro Teleconnect and SBC Missouri recently entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”), under which Metro Teleconnect agreed that at the conclusion of these arbitration proceedings, it would adopt, pursuant to Section 252(i) of the Act, one of the successor agreements resulting from this arbitration.  SBC Missouri will therefore be filing a Motion to Dismiss Metro Teleconnect from this proceeding.

A preliminary joint DPL is also not being filed for The Pager Company because SBC Missouri received no DPLs from The Pager Company in time to prepare this filing.  (As SBC Missouri was beginning to make this filing earlier today, a draft DPL came in from The Pager Company.  As this is the first indication of a substantive position from Pager and the draft itself is incomplete, SBC Missouri has not had an opportunity to review it and cannot represent it as reflective of the parties’ positions during negotiations.  While The Pager Company may decide to file the draft on its own, SBC Missouri reserves the right to object.)
