ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION AND DIRECTING FILING
Syllabus: 

This order will document the interventions which were granted on the record at the prehearing conference.  In addition, this order will direct parties to file a pleading indicating the status of this case.  

On January 6, 2003, the Commission convened a prehearing conference in this matter to determine the position of those parties who had had the benefit of Staff’s final report.  At that prehearing, intervention was granted to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company and to Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE.

After the conclusion of the prehearing conference, the attorneys reported to the presiding judge their intention to file a pleading within approximately 60 days.  That time has now passed.  

At that same time, the attorneys indicated some level of consternation as to how discovery might be accomplished when the information sought is held by a state agency other than the Missouri Public Service Commission.

Because of the confidentiality of party negotiations, the Commission has no way of knowing the status of those negotiations or the degree to which discovery has been accomplished.  Therefore, the Commission will direct the parties to submit a pleading addressing these issues.

An order to facilitate any remaining discovery prior to the submission of this pleading, the Commission would respectfully remind the parties that discovery may be accomplished from other state agencies both by subpoena or simply through a request pursuant to Chapter 610 of the Missouri Statutes.  The Commission will allow the parties approximately 6 weeks to complete any pending discovery and direct that a report be filed thereafter.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That intervention is granted to Southwestern Bell Telephone Company and to Union Electric d/b/a AmerenUE.  

2.
That the parties to this case, jointly or severally, file a pleading not later than June 25, 2003, which sets out the posture of this case at that time.

3.
That this order shall be effective on the date hereof.
