SUPPLEMENTAL PLEADING

OF

SPECTRA COMMUNICATIONS GROUP, LLC dba CENTURYTEL

AND CENTURYTEL OF MISSOURI, LLC

COME NOW Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel (“Spectra”) and CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC (“CenturyTel”) (collectively referred to herein as “Intervenors”), pursuant to the Commission’s Order Granting Intervention And Directing Filing (“Order”) issued in this matter on August 22, 2003, and respectfully state as follows:  


1.
The Commission’s Order, granting intervention to both Spectra and CenturyTel, recites that the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation and Memorandum on August 12, 2003, recommending that the Commission grant Big River’s application.  The Commission further directs that any party may file a response to Staff’s Recommendation no later than August 27, 2003, and also directs Spectra and CenturyTel “to clarify whether they oppose Big River’s application.”  (Order at 2).  Accordingly, Ordered Paragraph 4 provides:  “That no later than August 27, 2003, Spectra Communications Group, LLC, d/b/a CenturyTel, and CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, shall file a supplemental pleading as directed above.”


2.
Spectra and CenturyTel do not oppose Big River’s application.  Intervenors would note that Staff’s Recommendation supports Big River’s request for a temporary waiver of 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(c), which requires that an application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local exchange service shall include a proposed tariff with a 45-day effective date.  In requesting said waiver, Big River stated in its verified application:  

Big River needs to complete the process of obtaining approved interconnection agreements with CenturyTel and Spectra before formally submitting proposed tariff changes with an effective date. Big River will file tariffs in a manner consistent with the Commission’s practices in similar cases before providing basic local service in the expanded service area.

WHEREFORE, Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel and CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC respectfully submit their Supplemental Pleading stating that they do not oppose Big River’s application filed herein.
