ORDER CANCELING HEARING AND PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 4, 2003, the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group (MITG) and the Small Telephone Company Group (STCG) withdrew their opposition to the agreement between Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., and Sprint Communications Company L.P.  That agreement is the subject of the pending application in this case.  The Commission has previously adopted a procedural schedule that, among other things, directed the parties to file testimony and scheduled a hearing for September 17, 2003.  No opposition to the motion has been received. 

The Commission finds that MITG and STCG should be allowed to withdraw their opposition to the agreement.  The Commission further finds that the procedural schedule and the hearing should be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group and the Small Telephone Company Group are granted leave to withdraw their opposition to the agreement.

2. That the procedural schedule is canceled, including the hearing scheduled for September 17, 2003.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 17, 2003.
