COMES NOW the Office of the Public Counsel (Public Counsel) and states as follows:

Pursuant to an agreement contained in the Unanimous Stipulation and Agreement filled in Case No. ER-2004-0034 and HR-2004-0024 and adopted by the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) on April 13, 2004, Aquila, Inc. (Aquila) agreed to meet with Public Counsel each month over the following six months in an effort to address concerns raised with respect to Aquila’s books and records.  Ibid.,  pp. 12-13.

Aquila and Public Counsel did hold these meetings and discussed this matter in good faith on the following dates:

· Listing of all active ESF Departments – Direct or Allocated to Missouri

Aquila also agreed to provide the following during rate cases only:

· FileNET Access from remote location – FileNET provides secure and permanent storage and management of enterprise level volumes of document images and other content.
