ORDER CLOSING CASE
On June 23, 2003, staff members of the Missouri Public Service Commission caused to be filed a proposed order which was titled “Assessment Order For Fiscal Year 2004”.  Along with that document, four pages were attached.  These documents bore no document title, page number, or attachment number, but may be commonly known as (a) summary of cost allocated to type of utility; (b) calculation of PSC assessment; (c) estimated cash balance June 30, 2003; and (4) FY2004 assessment.  This filing was accomplished unencumbered by legal assistance from the General Counsel’s office and was mistakenly accepted and assigned a case number by the Data Center.  The filing itself was made in contravention of the regulations which govern practice before the Commission and as such must be rejected.  Moreover, the error cannot be corrected because a subsequent entry of appearance on a petition that was improperly filed (by a non-lawyer) does not ratify it as the proceeding is void ab initio.  In re: Elshiddi Enterprises, Inc., Bkrtcy, E.D. Mo. 1991, 126 B.R. 785.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
