ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On November 6, 2002, HJN Telecom, Inc., a Georgia corporation, filed a letter informing the Commission of a stock purchase transaction.  Lisa Rogers, an individual who does not directly offer telecommunications services, intends to purchase 100% of the outstanding and issued shares of HJN’s common stock from Herb J. Newton.  Lisa Rogers then intends to change the name of the corporation to Reliant Communications, Inc.  HJN informs the Commission that HJN was issued a certificate of service authority to provide basic local service on December 14, 1999, in case number TA-2000-217.


HJN attached to its letter a Tariff Adoption Notice and Revised Tariff Title Sheet for Reliant’s adoption of HJN’s basic local tariff.   The tariff effective date is December 6, 2002. 


The Commission will require its Staff to file a memorandum with regard to the proposed name change and Staff’s position regarding the Commission’s jurisdiction over Newton’s sale of 100% of his stock to Rogers.  


Because the Commission must act before the effective date of the tariff and because the Thanksgiving holiday will consume the week prior to the effective date, the Commission will require it Staff to file its pleadings no later than November 22, 2002.

 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, no later than November 22, 2002, its memorandum regarding HJN Telecom, Inc.’s change of name to Reliant Communications, Inc.

2. That Staff shall file a pleading, no later than November 22, 2002, setting forth its position regarding the Commission’s jurisdiction over the sale of 100% of HJN Telecom, Inc.’s common stock by Herb J. Newton to Lisa Rogers.

3. That Staff shall file a memorandum, no later than November 22, 2002, advising the Commission as to its jurisdiction, if any, over the sale of stock by Newton to Rogers referred to in Ordered Paragraph No. 2, above.

4. That this order shall become effective on November 21, 2002.
