ORDER DIRECTING FILING

Kenneth B. Marbrie filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Missouri Gas Energy.  Mr. Marbrie alleged that the Company billed him for costs associated with a stolen gas meter that he did not steal.  The total cost alleged by the Company is $409.92.  

Subsequently, the Staff of the Commission filed a report stating that some of the costs allocated to Mr. Marbrie should not be allowed.  Staff opined that Mr. Marbrie should be responsible for $308.80.  The Commission directed that Mr. Marbrie file a response to Staff’s report.  He did not.

In an effort to clarify portions of its report, Staff filed a second report on July 18, 2003, amending the amount for which it believes Mr. Marbrie should be responsible.  Staff now opines that Mr. Marbrie should be responsible for $258.32.  The Commission will require the that the parties file a statement indicating what their perspective positions are with regard to Staff’s report.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Missouri Gas Energy shall file a statement indicating what its position is with regard to the Staff of the Commission’s Recommendation filed on July 18, 2003.

2. That Kenneth B. Marbrie shall file a statement indicating what his position is with regard to Staff’s Recommendation filed on July 18, 2003.

3. That the parties file responses to Staff’s Recommendation on or before July 31, 2003.

4. That this order shall become effective on July 31, 2003.
