ORDER RECOGNIZING CHANGE OF NAME,

APPROVING REVISED TARIFF AND GRANTING WAIVER

On December 20, 2004, PNG Telecommunications, Inc., filed a letter notifying the Missouri Public Service Commission of a name change to PowerNet Global Communica​tions.  In the letter, the company informed the Commission that it filed a proposed tariff with an issue date of December 2, 2004.  The tariff effective date is January 17, 2005.

The Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum on January 5, 2005, recommending that the Commission approve the name change and proposed tariff.  In its memorandum, Staff informed the Commission that the company is not delinquent in filing its annual report and is current in paying its annual assessment.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(5) states that a name change can be accomplished by filing a statement clearly setting out the old and new name, evidence of registration with the Missouri Secretary of State, and revised tariff sheets with an effective date of no fewer than 30 days after the filing of the date of the application.

The company filed revised tariff sheets on December 2, 2004, with an effective date of January 17, 2005.  Then, on December 20, 2004, the company filed its application for a name change.  The Commission’s rule requires that the proposed tariff have an “effective date which it not fewer than thirty days after the filing date of the application.”  The effective date of the company’s tariff, however, is 28 days after the filing of the application.  Nonetheless, the Commission recognizes that the company filed its tariff on December 2, 2004, much more than 30 days prior to the tariff effective date.  Furthermore, Staff recom​mends that the Commission approve the application and recognize the company’s name change.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240‑2.015 allows the Commission to waive rules in Chapter 2.  Although the company’s proposed tariff does not have an effective date which is 30 days after the application was filed, the company’s tariff was filed well advanced of 30 days.  Additionally, the company’s application was filed 28 days prior to the effective date of the tariff, two days short of the Commission’s required 30 days.  Lastly, without mentioning the two‑day discrepancy, Staff recommends that the Commission approve the application and recognize the name change.  In light of these factors, the Commission will waive the requirement that the application be filed 30 days prior to the effective date of the tariff.

The Commission has reviewed the company’s pleadings and Staff’s memorandum  and will recognize the company’s name change from PNG Telecommunications, Inc., to PowerNet Global Communications.  The Commission further finds that the revised tariff sheets, reflecting the name change, will be approved.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Commission rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060(5), requiring that an application be filed 30 days prior to the effective date of tariff sheets reflecting a name change, is waived.

2. That the Commission shall recognize PNG Telecommunications, Inc.’s, name change to PowerNet Global Communications.

3. That the following revised tariff sheets, Tariff File No. JC‑2005‑0422, are approved to become effective on January 17, 2005:

4. That this order shall become effective on January 17, 2005.

5. That this case may be closed on January 18, 2005.
