ORDER FINDING NECESSITY FOR RULEMAKING

On March 31, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking under Section 536.016, RSMo 2000.
  The Commission recently promulgated Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑3.105, which will go into effect on April 30, 2003.  The rule was formerly codified under Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.060.  The rule details the filing requirements for electric corporations applying for certificates of convenience and necessity.  Staff asserts that the filing requirements currently set forth are insufficient. 

In support of its assertion, Staff states that it routinely requests particular additional information after an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity is filed by an electric company.  The time required for Staff to request and receive the additional information increases the amount of time in which Staff submits its memorandum to the Commission.  Staff proposes that filing of the routinely required additional information at the time the company files its application will shorten the amount of time it would take Staff to submit its memorandum to the Commission.

Under Section 536.016, a state agency is required to find that a proposed rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted the rulemaking authority.  Section 393.170 empowers the Commission to grant certificates of convenience and necessity to electric companies.  Based on the record, the Commission finds that promulgating the rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of Section 393.170.  Staff’s motion will be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission is authorized, in accordance with the procedures of the Commission and applicable procedures of administrative rulemaking, to file proposed rules for the Commission’s consideration.
That this order shall become effective on April 27, 2003.
