ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 10, 2002, Laclede Gas Company filed a Proposed Procedural Schedule on behalf of all parties to the case and in which the parties concurred.  The Commission has reviewed the proposed procedural schedule and notes that the proposed hearing dates of August 6-8, 2002, conflict with a previously scheduled Commission hearing.  Therefore, the Commission will instruct the parties to confer and attempt to determine alternative proposed dates for the evidentiary hearing.  The Commission will also direct Laclede to file its direct testimony on May 15, 2002, as suggested by the proposed procedural schedule.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties shall file, no later than May 21, 2002, an amended proposed procedural schedule that includes alternative dates for the evidentiary hearing.    If the parties are not able to find and agree upon alternative dates that are available on the Commission’s hearing calendar, the parties shall jointly file a report explaining the difficulties and options available to the Commission.

2. That Laclede Gas Company shall file its direct testimony no later than May 15, 2002, as suggested by the parties’ proposed procedural schedule.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 15, 2002.
