ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE, ESTABLISHING DATE FOR INTERVENTION 
AND DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION

On October 28, 2016, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, d/b/a AT&T Missouri, 

filed a Notice of Relinquishment of its Eligible Telecommunications Carrier Designation 

Pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §214(e)(4) and Notice of Withdrawal from State Lifeline and Disabled 

Programs.   

To afford an opportunity for intervention, the Commission will direct that notice of 

AT&T Missouri’s filing be sent to all incumbent and competitive local exchange carriers 

certificated to provide service in Missouri, and to all telecommunications companies 

currently designated as eligible telecommunications carriers in Missouri. 

The Commission will also direct the Staff of the Commission to file a 

recommendation regarding AT&T Missouri’s filing. 

THE COMMISSION ORDERS THAT: 

1. The Commission’s Data Center shall provide a copy of this order to all 

incumbent and competitive local exchange carriers certificated to provide services in 

Missouri, and to all telecommunications companies currently designated as eligible 

telecommunications carriers in Missouri. 
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2. Applications to intervene must be filed no later than November 18, 2016.  

Anyone applying to intervene shall offer any objections to, or comments about, AT&T 

Missouri’s filing at the time they file their application. 

3. The Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding AT&T 

Missouri’s filing no later than December 9, 2016. 

4. This order shall be effective when issued.
